Tierrav iva works direct ly  w ith wom en liv ing in 
pr isons wit h t heir  children. Through art s and 
creat ive progr ams , they teach about  hum an r ights, 
develop sk ills and build the wome nÕs self-esteem.  
The proj ect  is now working on a nat ional level in 
several provinces, winning out side funding, being 
invit ed t o take part  in an event  organized by 
UNI CEF and establishing it s off icial headquarters.  
SD Canada has helped t his project  t o become  
established.  

 

 

Abandoned Children's Project, Romania 
This project  is sponsored t hrough  donat ions from  individuals, 
church gr oups, and var ious clubs and organizat ions. The 
donat ions go direct ly to Kathy in Rom ania to support  the 
adopted children liv ing in her home  as well as to t he wome n 
who are hired t o work  w ith abandoned children in the 
ChildrenÕs Hospital and t he state orphanage.

Anh Linh School, Vietnam  
The Anh Linh ( ÒLoveÓ) School children have been 
benefit ing from t he support  of SD Canada since 
2003. Donat ions current ly support  the educat ional 
needs of  the m ost  dest it ute children in t he Tan 
Thuan slum area through 3 inter- related sub-
projects:  t he eleme ntary  school, which has 8 
classes of  around 200 st udents;  scholarships for  
gr aduat es t o further their  secondary studies at  
other schools;  and m icro- credit  loans t o help 
parents im prove their  income  earnings so that  
their  children are able t o study.

I t  is unique in it s use of video and Flash design 
elem ents t hat  m ake learning fun, wit h a game - like 
reward system t hat  can be delivered online or offline.  
SD Canada support s the pilot ing of this software in 
I ndia, wit h t he idea that  it  will event ually help children 
and adult s ( especially wome n and gir ls)  anywhere in 
the wor ld t o becom e lit erate.
